Othello Unit Assessment
As you continue reading Othello, keep in mind the following question:

WHICH CHARACTER IS MOST AT FAULT FOR THE TRAGIC EVENTS THAT OCCUR IN THIS PLAY?
Essentially, you need to prepare yourself for “putting someone on trial” for what happens in the play.  You may only accuse ONE character; whomever you accuse, you should have a minimum of three (3) solid reasons.  Use the chart below as you keep reading to develop cases against possible guilty characters.
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
