Othello Reading Guide for 1.2 & 1.3
As you read 1.2 & 1.3 of Othello, please work through and answer the following questions.  They will guide your reading.  It is recommended that you answer the questions as thoroughly as possible.

1. In the beginning of 1.2, what attitude does Iago display when talking to Othello?  Indicate two places in the text that help support your answer.

2. Re-read 1.2:80-100.  What is Brabantio’s explanation for why Desdemona is with Othello?
3. Re-read 1.3:323-326.  What is ironic about this moment?  What kind of irony is it?  Explain.

4. What is Iago’s plan at the end of 1.3?

5. In 1.3:344-400 Iago convinces Roderigo to “go make money.” What is Iago’s purpose for doing this? What is the goal?

6. So far we know that Iago is up to no good and that he hates Othello. Given what you know about Iago up to this point, make a prediction about how you think Iago’s plans will turn out.  Will he be successful?
