Othello Reading Guide for 2.1:234+ and 2.2
As you read 2.1:234+ and 2.2 of Othello, please work through and answer the following questions.  They will guide your reading.  Be sure to do re-reading when a question asks for it!  It is recommended that you answer the questions as thoroughly as possible.

1. Go back to Act 1.  Re-read 1.3:343-352.  What does Rodrigo want to do here and why?  What does Iago think of his plans?

2. Re-read 1.3:378-390.  What does Iago persuade Rodrigo to believe about the relationship between Desdemona and Othello?

3. Now, in 2.1:334 to the end, Iago and Rodrigo are chatting once again.  Iago convinces Rodrigo of something here too.  What does Iago make Rodrigo believe about Desdemona here?

4. Re-read 2.1:5-21.  What has happened to the Turks that Othello and his army have come to Cyprus to fight?

5. Re-read 2.2.  What two (2) reasons does Othello have for ordering a celebration where “every man put himself into triumph: some to dance, some to make bonfires, each man to what sport and revels his addition leads him” (2.2:4-6)?
