Othello Reading Guide for 3.1, 3.2, and 3.3:1-319
As you read 3.1, 3.2, and 3.3:1-319 of Othello, please work through and answer the following questions.  They will guide your reading.  Be sure to do re-reading when a question asks for it!  It is recommended that you answer the questions as thoroughly as possible.

1. What position has Desdemona taken on what has happened to Cassio?  What does Cassio hope Desdemona can do for him?

2. Re-read 3.3:3-4.  What does Emilia say about Iago here?  Do you believe her?  Why or why not?

3. Re-read 3.3:21-30.  What does Desdemona promise to do here?

4. Iago makes simple but key rhetorical choices in his lines in 3.3:37-44.  Which words that Iago says do you feel are meant to have an important effect on Othello?  How are they supposed to affect him?

5. Re-read 3.3:83-99.  What mood (good or bad) is developed during these lines of Othello’s and Desdemona’s conversation?  Why do you think so?

6.  What does “reverse psychology” mean?  How does Iago use it on Othello in 3.3:100-319?
