	· The individual takes equal responsibility in the actual presentation of the material.  (This means the individual talks just as much as other members of the group during the presentation.)  (10 pts.)
	· The group presents a thorough interpretation of the poem they have selected.  
· Multiple specific patterns are named, marked, and discussed.

· At least 1 major technique (a technique you should NOT ignore) is named and discussed.

· Group works to see the connection between patterns, between patterns and techniques, and between techniques and techniques. 
· Group clearly names at least one theme and clearly explains the judgment of that theme.

· Theme/judgment is valid and supported by patterns/techniques discussed.  (15 pts.)

	· The individual seems to know what s/he is talking about.  S/he is not fishing for something to say or looking to group members to be told what to say.  (10 pts.)
	· Group as a whole is comfortable with a literal understanding of the poem (e.g., like what the “plot” of the poem is:  who are the characters, what’s the situation, what’s the setting… in other words the very basics of the poem) (7 pts.)
