ASSIGNMENTS

Please note:  All of the assignments require that you get on-line about 4 times over the entire summer.  (This includes coordinating times to do your poetry assignments.) If you want to do more, great!

ASSIGNMENT #1a:  Chapter 1, pages 1-7
Due by July 1, 2005
1. Read (or re-read) this chapter.

2. Follow “the steps” listed below:
a. Feel something about the overall text.  Specify what this effect is.  (mood=effect)

b. Find 5 different specific details from throughout the passage that work to make you feel that.  

c. Examine connotations created by those details (connotation = big idea = theme).  

d. Link the emotional effects (moods) to the connotations to identify the combined themes and moods created by the text.  This is OVERALL EFFECT / JUDGMENT.

3. Type a response (about a page or more) that explains to another person the moods, details, connotations, and overall effect(s) you explored.  If you have questions, you might want to ask them in this response.
4. Email this response to your partners AND Ms. Spachman (sspach@hotmail.com).

ASSIGNMENT #1b:  Chapter 1, pages 1-7
Due by July 15, 2005
1. Read the responses sent to you by your partners.

2. Reply (a good-sized paragraph or more) to EACH of your partners (use the “Reply All” feature in your email so your reply gets sent to both of your partners and Ms. Spachman).  Give your partners feedback.  Options include:
a. Asking questions to clarify something they wrote.

b. Arguing against one or more of their ideas and offering proof for your side.

c. Arguing in support of one or more of their ideas and offering additional proof.

d. Answering any questions they had.

ASSIGNMENT #2:  Ms. Spachman’s Response #1

Due by July 15, 2005
1. Read “Palace Walk Response #1” posted by Ms. Spachman on the Collaboratory.  This response will be posted by July 8.

2. Reply (a good-sized paragraph or more) to Ms. Spachman’s writing by posted a reply on the Collaboratory.   Give feedback.  Options include:

a. Asking questions to clarify something Ms. S. wrote.

b. Arguing against one or more of her ideas and offering proof for your side.

c. Arguing in support of one or more of her ideas and offering additional proof.

d. Answering any questions she had.

ASSIGNMENT #3a:  Passage of your choice from the “middle” of the book

Due by July 31, 2005
1. Select a passage (between 2-5 pages long) that ISN’T the one Ms. Spachman picked for her Response #1.  Your passage should come from the “middle” of the book (roughly between pages 100-400).

2. Follow “the steps” listed below:

a. Feel something about the overall text.  Specify what this effect is.  (mood=effect)

b. Find 5 different specific details from throughout the passage that work to make you feel that.  

c. Examine connotations created by those details (connotation = big idea = theme).  

d. Link the emotional effects (moods) to the connotations to identify the combined themes and moods created by the text.  This is OVERALL EFFECT / JUDGMENT.

3. Type a response (about a page or more) that:

a. identifies what your passage is (give page numbers and the first sentence of your passage… then the last sentence of your passage).

b. explains to another person the moods, details, connotations, and overall effect(s) you explored.  If you have questions, you might want to ask them in this response.

4. Email this response to your partners AND Ms. Spachman (sspach@hotmail.com).

ASSIGNMENT #3b:  Passage of your partner’s choice
Due by August 15, 2005
1. Read the responses sent to you by your partners.

2. Reply (a good-sized paragraph or more) to EACH of your partners (use the “Reply All” feature in your email so your reply gets sent to both of your partners and Ms. Spachman).  Give your partners feedback.  Options include:

a. Asking questions to clarify something they wrote.

b. Arguing against one or more of their ideas and offering proof for your side.

c. Arguing with one or more of their ideas and offering additional proof.

d. Answering any questions they had.

1. Read/re-read the passage.

c. Examine connotations created by those details (connotation = big idea = theme).  

d. Link the emotional effects (moods) to the connotations to identify the combined themes and moods created by the text.  This is OVERALL EFFECT / JUDGMENT.

3. Type a response (about a page or more) that explains to another person the moods, details, connotations, and overall effect(s) you explored.  If you have questions, you might want to ask them in this response.
