Taming Opening Hunt & Debate
Over the next couple days, you will be debating on some key statements regarding your reading of Taming.  Your job is to agree or disagree with them (sorry, no in-between).  The format of the activity is as follows:

1. Read each statement posted on the overhead.  Quickly decide if you agree or disagree.

2. Once you’ve decided on your opinion, form teams with like-minded individuals (there will be a total of 2 teams).  
3. While in your teams, take 5 minutes to hunt down the best moments/passages in the play to defend your team’s opinion.  I highly recommend taking notes on this so you have page numbers at hand when it comes time to argue.  
4. Following the “hunt,” each team will work to persuade people on the other team that their opinion is the BEST opinion.  As an individual, if your opinion changes during discussion, you must change teams.

2. In the beginning, Kate is everything a woman should be (take today’s standards into consideration).

3. Tranio is the best guy in the play.

4. Bianca, until the end, is the ideally submissive woman (take more traditional standards into consideration).
5. In the end, Kate is utterly sincere in her devotion to Petruchio.
